Wireless Installation Considerations

The D-Link wireless adapter lets you access your network using a wireless connection from virtually anywhere within the operating range of your
wireless network. Keep in mind, however, that the number, thickness and location of walls, ceilings, or other objects that the wireless signals must
pass through, may limit the range. Typical ranges vary depending on the types of materials and background RF (radio frequency) noise in your
home or business. The key to maximizing wireless range is to follow these basic guidelines:

1.

Keep the number of walls and ceilings between the D-Link adapter and other network devices to a minimum - each wall or ceiling
can reduce your adapter’s range from 3-90 feet (1-30 meters.) Position your devices so that the number of walls or ceilings is
minimized.

Be aware of the direct line between network devices. A wall that is 1.5 feet thick (.5 meters), at a 45-degree angle appears to be
almost 3 feet (1 meter) thick. At a 2-degree angle it looks over 42 feet (14 meters) thick! Position devices so that the signal will
travel straight through a wall or ceiling (instead of at an angle) for better reception.

Building materials make a difference. A solid metal door or aluminum studs may have a negative effect on range. Try to position
access points, wireless routers, and computers so that the signal passes through drywall or open doorways. Materials and objects
such as glass, steel, metal, walls with insulation, water (fish tanks), mirrors, file cabinets, brick, and concrete will degrade your
wireless signal.

Keep your product away (at least 3-6 feet or 1-2 meters) from electrical devices or appliances that generate RF noise.
If you are using 2.4 GHz cordless phones or X-10 (wireless products such as ceiling fans, lights, and home security systems), your

wireless connection may degrade dramatically or drop completely. Make sure your 2.4 GHz phone base is as far away from your
wireless devices as possible. The base transmits a signal even if the phone in not in use.

Check the Wi-Fi icon ( for Windows 11 and E for Windows 10). This icon indicates that the adapter has been connected to the
Internet through a Wi-Fi connection. If you see this icon , itindicates there is no Internet connection. If this is the case, go to Start>
Settings > Network & Internet. On the Status page, click the View hardware and connection properties link. Find the Wi-Fi
section, you can obtain Wi-Fi connection status and information about the Wi-Fi adapter’s MAC and IP address, gateway address, and
DNS server and domain name.

Wireless Basics

A wireless local area network (WLAN) is a cellular computer network that transmits and receives data with radio signals instead of wires. Wireless
LANs are used increasingly in both home and office environments, and public areas such as airports, coffee shops and universities. Innovative ways
to utilize WLAN technology are helping people to work and communicate more efficiently. Increased mobility and the absence of cabling and other
fixed infrastructure have proven to be beneficial for many users.

Technical Advancements of Wi-Fi 6

Wireless or Wi-Fi technology is another way of connecting your computer to the network without using wires. Wi-Fi uses radio frequency to connect
wirelessly, so you have the freedom to connect computers anywhere in your home or office network. Over these years, Wi-Fi, a collection of wireless
networking protocols based on IEEE 802.11 standard, has improved continually.

The adapter supports Wi-Fi 6 and features the following improvements over the previous wireless generations:

- MU-MIMO (Multi-User Multiple-Input Multiple-Output): Allows multiple devices to receive data simultaneously with multiple data streams.

- UL and DL Orthogonal Frequency Division Multiple Access (OFDMA): channels are divided into subcarriers to allow for simultaneous transmission
among multiple devices simultaneously.

- Higher throughput than Wi-Fi 5 (the theoretical maximum is more than double)

- Overlapping Basic Service Sets (OBSS): Reduces interference by coloring traffic insidse a channel.

- Target Wake Time (TWT): Battery-powered devices can efficiently communicate awake and sleep time.
These technical innovations allow for higher speeds, much less latency, more efficient communication with multiple devices simultaneously.

You have probably noticed that more and more household devices support Wi-Fi connectivity, including televisions and home suiveillance
quipment. As the number of wireless and loT devices rapidly increases, Wi-Fi 6 brings improved performance for wider-range operation and tackles
the problems of resource contention. It improves communication efficiency among multiple devices transmitting data at the same time to achieve
better overall bandwidth utilization.

Wireless users can use the same applications they use on a wired network. Wireless adapter cards used on laptop and desktop systems support the
same protocols as Ethernet adapter cards. For devices that would like to bridge wired and wirelss connections, a wireless adapter card such as the
AX18U can be easily installed on the devices to provide such link or to augment their exisitng wireless capability.

How does wireless work?

Wireless works similar to how cordless phone work, through radio signals to transmit data from one point A to point B. But wireless
technology has restrictions as to how you can access the network. You must be within the wireless network range area to be able
to connect your computer. There are two different types of wireless networks Wireless Local Area Network (WLAN), and Wireless
Personal Area Network (WPAN).

Wireless Local Area Network (WLAN)

In a wireless local area network, a device called an Access Point (AP) connects computers to the network. The access point has
a small antenna attached to it, which allows it to transmit data back and forth over radio signals. With an indoor access point as
seen in the picture, the signal can travel up to 300 feet. With an outdoor access point the signal can reach out up to 30 miles to
serve places like manufacturing plants, industrial locations, college and high school campuses, airports, golf courses, and many
other outdoor venues.

Wireless Personal Area Network (WPAN)

Bluetooth is the industry standard wireless technology used for WPAN. Bluetooth devices in WPAN operate in a range up to 30
feet away.

Compared to WLAN, the speed and wireless operation range are both less than WLAN, but in return it doesn’t use nearly as much
power which makes it ideal for personal devices, such as mobile phones, PDAs, headphones, laptops, speakers, and other devices
that operate on batteries.

Tips

Here are a few things to keep in mind, when you install a wireless network.

Centralize your router or access point
Make sure you place the router/access point in a centralized location within your network for the best performance. Try to place
the router/access point as high as possible in the room, so the signal gets dispersed throughout your home. If you have a two-
story home, you may need a repeater to boost the signal to extend the range.

Eliminate Interference

If you experience any of the following, you might have Wi-Fi interference conditions in your wireless network:
« Connection is slow or interrupted intermittently.
«  The Wi-Fi signal strength shows low.

Place home appliances such as cordless telephones, Nanowaves, and televisions as far away as possible from the router/access point.
This would significantly reduce any interference that the appliances might cause since they operate on same frequency.

Another way to reduce wireless resource contention is to separate the use of radio frequency and channel by allocating devices
accordingly. Advanced Wi-Fi devices supporting the 5 GHz band should use this band instead of 2.4GHz, which can be used to
accommodate legacy devices and Bluetooth. The D-Link routers supporting dual-band offer Smart Connect that manages band
selection automatically when connecting to devices. The same principle applies to channel selection. D-Link routers offer the
Auto channel option to let the system select the cleanest channel for your network. Furthermore, our Al-powered series adopts
the mesh beamforming technology combined with the MU-MIMO (Multi-User) to achieve highest transmission efficiency and

throughput in an environment with many users.

Security
Don't let your next-door neighbors or intruders connect to your wireless network. Secure your wireless network by turning on the
most advanced and secure WPA encryption available on the router. Turning off security by choosing Wi-Fi mode such as None or
Open causes security concerns. It will allow anyone (without authentication) to join your network and access the shared resources
and even obtain data transmitted over your network.
